November 7: 5 things... practical teaching
MIP: Both of you answer: when was the last time someone taught you how to do something?
How did that experience change your view of the person who taught you that thingg? More or less confidence in that person?
CR: What is one specific thing you can think of that you learned to LIVE OUT from Scripture, and are living out, at church?
CR: What is one specific thing you can think of that you learned to LIVE OUT from Scripture, but are not living out yet?2
DIT: Memorize Matthew 7:24 together: “Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them info practice is like a wise man who built
his house on the roc

November 14: 5 things...providential relationships

MIP: Share with your son/daughter about a person that you feel like God brought into your life for a purpose, and what that person did in your life.
CR : Both answer: Who are some people in your life RIGHT NOW that you feel have been placed there by God fo help you grow closer to Him?¢
CR: Do you think it's possible that you are a ‘providential relationship’ for someone else?2

DIT: Memorize Proverbs 13:20 together: "Walk with the wise and become wise, for a companion of fools suffers harm.”

November 21: 5 things...personal ministry

MIP: Describe for your son/daughter the first time you experienced God working through you to meet the needs of someone else?
CR : Both answer: What are some abilities you have that you can use to let God work through to help other people?
DIT: Find a way that you and your son/daughter (or your whole family) can spend a Saturday ministering to people together in the next month.

November 28: 5 things...private disciplines

MIP: Talk with your son/daughter about some of the disciplines/practices you have in your family that make things work in your house.

CR: Why do you think Jesus encouraged his people to develop PRIVATE disciplines, not just public practices.

DIT: Commit to a spiritual discipline together for one week (daily Bible reading, daily prayer, giving), and talk about what you learned at the end of
the week.

December 5: 5 things...pivotal circumstances

MIP: Talk about a pivotal circumstance that each of you has had, and how your response to that situation led to where you are today (good or bad).

CR: What do you think is the most God-honoring way fo respond in a difficult circumstance.

DIT: Pray together each day for a week that when you face a pivotal circumstance, you'll have to wisdom to see what God wants to do IN you, and
that He would work THROUGH you fo help someone else through their pivotal circumstances.

MIP = MAKE IT PERSONAL. OWN IT IN YOUR OWN LIFE, TO HELP YOUR STUDENT OWN IT IN THEIRS.
CR = CREATING RHYTHM. QUESTIONS TO ASK YOUR STUDENT AND OPEN UP DISCUSSION.
DIT = DD IT TOGETHER. SHARED EXPERIENCES FOR YOU AND YOUR STUDENT AROUND WEEKLY TEACHING.
